Living Bread International Church:

Common Questions and How do I arrive from Tel Aviv
Is there an itinerary of what we will be doing?   The ministry follows the leading of the LORD for each day.  And we ask that each volunteer spend time alone with the LORD each morning, seeking His direction and guidance for each day.  However, we generally abide by a six-day “work week”, Sunday through Friday.  We worship corporately each workday morning.   Every weekday we gather for a praise and worship meeting in the Damascus Gate Church. You are welcome to join us anytime and also sign up for volunteer days. You will be touring and enjoying the city of the Great King and your housing donation will go directly to the Church.

Aside from bedding, what other items should we bring? Bring a bath towel and hand/wash towel, and any other toiletries. Also bring laundry powder. Please limit yourself to one suitcase due to limited storage space.  You will be living “in community” and will most likely have a roommate.  We will supply the toilet paper and cleaning supplies.  

What is the dress code?  In the summer you should dress for hot weather.  Whenever in the West Bank or any orthodox areas of Jerusalem, men and women should avoid wearing shorts, but women also need to make sure the legs are covered to the ankle and the arms are covered to just below the elbow.  You should also bring some type of comfortable walking sandals in the summer, and comfortable closed walking shoe in the wintertime.  Conservation dressing.

What about eating or fasting requirements?  Please remember that we are on a corporate fast of all tea and coffee.  Volunteers are also requested to refrain from bringing cigarettes, drugs or alcohol into the ministry homes.  Staying in our hostel you will be able to sign up for work days, pray with us daily and go out and eat what ever you want. There are no kitchen facilities in the guest housing but local shops and restaurants are nearby. You will also be able to tour as desired the beautiful Holy Land. If you come as staff things will be different but we encourage all to start as a visiting tourist/volunteer for 3 months.

Once I arrive at airport, how will we recognize this shuttle, and how much will it cost?  After you claim your luggage at Ben Gurion International Airport, you will walk out of Customs into the main terminal.  Follow the signs to taxis/buses.  After you walk outdoors, a sign will direct you to the left for taxis and to the right for shuttles/taxis to Jerusalem.  Go to the right and ask for a shuttle to The Damascus Gate Living Bread International Church, across from the Jerusalem Hotel in Ben Shaddad Street, East Jerusalem. If no one is there, you should get a taxi to the Ministry House as the Shuttle will not drive into our area. Call the ministry house number 02 – 6738117 if you have any problems. Make sure that you provide us with your flight details and arrival time so we have someone prepared to receive you at the Ministry House on 12 Nur Ad-din St. You can also call  Kay Cooper in our office for more questions 0527841734.

The Ministry House has the blue sign “Living Bread International Ministry Center” out the front, though only the house next door has a number. The address is 12 Nur Ad-din, East Jerusalem. The house is opposite the Jordanian Tourist Agency. It is also diagonally opposite the rear entrance of the Rockefeller Museum. We have a door-bell/buzzer and it is on the top right of the gate.

 The cost of the shuttle from the airport is 50 NIS (less than $20 USD).
